As many of you know, Pat, my child bride, and | both recently retired from IBM, bought an orange Road Glide
and decided to do a little “loop” of a ride to celebrate. We departed Waleska, GA on Monday, June 23rd for
our trip of a lifetime (so far). This was the plan.... NO PLANS! Well, that may be a little misleading... My
family was having their annual family reunion on July 6th, so our trip did have one destination and timetable in
place. But after reading my latest Hog Tails, we found out that the Ohio State Rally was happening the week
before that and it was being held in my home town of Akron, OH. OK, now we have two planned destinations
and times!

Because this was our first big trip together, we agreed on a few ground rules:

1- Two lane roads only! (We kept that promise the whole trip except for the detour on

the Blue Ridge Parkway!)

2 - No more than 250 miles a day (OK, we ran 350 on the last day)

another month to go back and see some of the stuff that we saw or read about later)

We did however, go into Delaware to
have lunch and while we were there we asked our waitress if there was a Harley
dealer around. She said there was and gave us some basic directions to get
there. Well, when we pulled up in front of Mike’s Famous Harley Davidson, we
were blown away. Although Destination Daytona is the largest Harley dealer,
Mike’s is the biggest dealer! They sell the most Harleys of any dealership in the
world! This place has everything, a museum, a restaurant, a huge parking lot
and covered pavilion where | am sure they hold a lot of great events. Their
inventory was amazing and best of all, Delaware is a NO TAX state! That's
right. The price was the price! After some souvenir shopping, Pat and | had to have dessert in their restaurant,
just to say we had been there. Lesson learned, plan ahead more! We almost missed Mike's

From Mike’s, we headed near Philadelphia where we had some friends
waiting for us. Using their home as a starting point (they both still worked!), we
explored some of the local history around them. George Washington crossed
the Delaware River not far from their house and here is the spot. The “locals”
love to tell us how many visitors ask, “Why didn’t he just take the
bridge?”.From there we hit the famous Mason Dixon Line and a lot of the
“Dixon” people gave us a dirty look as we came into their territory! HA!

From there we hit Front Royal, VA which is the northern start of the Skyline
Drive. Our next scheduled stop was Lynchburg, VA where Pat’s cousin lives and it is right off of the Blue Ridge

This is
where they always take their riding vacations and were headed to the end of the Blue Ridge Parkway to enjoy
a little R&R. After a great breakfast (in the same restaurant, with the same server) we continue onto the Blue
Ridge Parkway and exited at Lynchburg to spend a couple of nights with Pat’s cousin, Sallie and her husband,
Greg.
While there, Pat spent time with Sallie and Greg and | played golf. | had just enough clothes (one collared shirt
and cargo pants) to meet the requirements at the private course. | let Greg win (by 2 strokes) so we could get
invited back!

We also had time to go visit Monticello, which was the home of
Thomas Jefferson. Although we know him as our third president, |
never realized what an inventor and visionary he actually was. I'm
sure that if he lived now, he would have been someone who would
have invented Google or Microsoft! He had some pretty innovative
“gadgets” built into this home. One was that through a combination of
pulleys, when you opened one of his double doors, they both open!
After a good night’s sleep
