Glide . Depending on a number of factors, fuel mileage
estimates range from 42 to 60 (Hwy) miles per gallo

In addition to the standard production models Peace
Officer Special Editions, Fire Fighter Special kutis,
Shrine Special Editions, Police and Fire/Rescue
motorcycles are available as well.

The history of Harley-Davidson Police sales is long
and rich — and almost as old as the Motor Company
itself. Before there was even a commercially preduc
Harley-Davidson V-Twin, policemen were patrolling
on Harley-Davidson motorcycles. The first Harley-
Davidson police motorcycle was delivered to the
Detroit Police Department in 1908.
