25th Atlanta ride raises $192,000
The Ride for Kids® went back to where it all began on June 1, raising more than $192,000 at the 25th annual Atlanta
event. Not only did a big group of our own HOG members volunteer to help direct traffic to the event’s start point, but
Cartersville HOG was recognized as one of the top fund raising chapters. Cartersville HOG members donated over
$5,000 to the Pediatric Brain Tumor Foundation to fund research into the cause and cure of the number 1 killer of children

by disease - brain tumors.

Hundreds of riders and their police escort encountered severe weather along the route, but were not deterred from
reaching the end point at Lumpkin County High School in Dahlonega where riders were treated to a hot barbeque lunch.

They were there to celebrate the lives of Atlanta area brain tumor survivors,
including 5-year-old Ascher and Lauren, 20, a PBTF scholarship recipient. "Last
year | couldn't do this," said Jessica, 18, as she walked across the stage to roaring
applause.

Jessica's progress is due in large part to the efforts of Ride for Kids® fundraisers.
As Dr. Claire Mazewski of Children's Healthcare of Atlanta at Scottish Rite noted,
"New techniques, surgeries and therapies are being supported by your funds."

10 year old Malerie, is a brain tumor survivor who knows what it’s like to endure
the radiation treatments that often cause kids to lose their hair. There wasn’t a dry
eye in the tent when she hopped up on stage, told her story, and then pulled out a
pair of scissors and told her mom to cut off her hair so she could donate it to
“Locks of Love”, an organization that accepts healthy human hair donations to
make wigs for patients undergoing chemo treatments.

Cartersville HOG members Tommy Smith and Bob Johnston were two of this

year’'s Task Force Leaders who helped to organize the
event. “| nearly cried when | saw our chapter members
pulling into the parking lot to help out with traffic control”
said Bob Johnston. “It was living proof | belong to one of

the best HOG chapters ever!”

Ron Halyard led an early morning “Ride to the Ride” and
our expert Traffic Flow Control folks included Cindy Austin,
Debbie Wagner, Ron Megee, Dale Cronauer, Ronnie
Hoover, Buffy Chastain (with wife Pat working the
registration tables), Joe Calderone, Dave Schneider and
Lance Dodd. A huge thanks to you guys for braving the

threat of weather to help out the kids!

Over 275 passionate volunteers worked for months to put
this year’s ride together and make it a special anniversary
event. As Tommy Smith noted “You can put the best plans
together, but the one thing you can’t control is the weather.
We still had a safe ride and the kids made all the effort
worth it. | think most of us forgot about the rain when you
could see those kids and hear their stories.”




According to the Pediatric Brain Tumor Foundation there are
over 30,000 children in the US between the ages of 1 and 14
currently suffering with brain tumors. 9 more kids are
diagnosed with tumors every day. During the past 25 years
the Ride for Kids program has raised over $38 million to fund
research, increase awareness of the disease, and provide
support to families with children suffering through the
disease. Kids are living longer, being diagnosed sooner, and
families have a lot more hope than they had 10 years ago.
Because the Pediatric Brain Tumor Foundation is the largest
private source of funds for childhood brain tumor research
and the Ride for Kids is its primary source of funding, the
motorcycling community has a lot to be proud of. There are
now 37 rides held in major cities across the country and
2008 events are expected to raise over $4.5 million in
donations from motorcyclists across the country.

Several local television and radio personalities who are also avid motorcyclists were in attendance, including Jocelyn
Dorsey of WSB-TV, CBS-46 news anchor and avid Harley owner Bill Gaines, and the host of "Saturday Morning Garage

Party" on 102.5 WAMJ Radio, Mitch Faulkner.

Tech Tip - Tire Maintenance
Stan Krawiec

While traveling through Shreveport Louisiana
recently, | had a flat tire. Road America hauled me
into Shreveport Harley Davidson, where they found
the valve core was loose, but the tire was ruined.
They replaced the tire and | was back on my way in
about an hour. A week later | was on another trip
headed East and had another flat and | found the
valve cap was thrown off and the valve core was
loose again, and | had checked it the day before. |
tightened the core and inflated the tire with saler
CO2 cartridges | had in my tool kit. Rode it to
Granite Mountain HD in Conyers and had them
replace the valve stem, which necessitated removal
of the tire, again. | called Shreveport HD to ingui

if they replace the valve stem when installing new
tires and they said they do not. Cartersville H2slo
not replace valve stems with new tires either. Hard
lesson learned is to tell the dealer to replace tha
valve stem when installing new tires on cast wheels
Part # 4099-87, cost is $ 0.95 !!!!
