Road Trip — Natchez Trace

| read an article about the Natchez Trace Parkway
in a motorcycle magazine a couple of years ago and
| decided then that | would one day make the trip.
The Natchez Trace Parkway is a federal scenic
byway 444 miles in length extending from

Nashville, TN to Natchez, Mississippi. There are no
stop signs, no commercial vehicles, only one fuel
stop south of Tupelo, Mississippi and the terrain i
mostly flat with wide sweeping turns.

| wanted to run the entire length of the parkwat bu
a 3-day weekend was all | could take away.
Therefore, on Friday, April 11, 2008, | took a
vacation day and mapped a route on the HOG
website to a point of entry near Muscle Shaols,
Alabama. After a barrage of work related early
morning Friday phone calls, Drew, my 10-year old
son and | pulled out of our Cartersville, GA
driveway. We stopped for breakfast in Rome, GA,
and made a couple of additional stops for supplies
such as fuel, a throw away camera and some gum.

Just west of Huntsville we encountered severe
weather, so we pulled over under the shelter of a
quick mart fuel canopy. | turned the weather band
on only to discover that we had driven directlyint
the forecast area of a tornado warning — not good,
especially with a 10-year old. | turned back tadvar
Huntsville and we checked into a Holiday Inn. It
was only 2:30 in the afternoon.

The next morning we ate breakfast in Muscle
Shoals, AL after a 50-minute ride. Winds were
gusting routinely to 35 mph so the breakfast break
was well received. Shortly after leaving Muscle
Shoals, we entered the Parkway and then spent the
afternoon winding through nature and enjoying the
anticipation of what we might see around the next
bend.

We refueled and ate lunch (vending type food) at
the Parkway’s only fuel stop before our final
Parkway destination of Kosciusko, MS.

Our destination was actually Choctaw, MS where
we were informed there were some Indian owned
casinos and additional family oriented
developments such as a water park.

The Pearl River Resort was the first casino that
